


Welcome to Attitude Dance Centre, weôre striving towards the development of strong 

dance technique and style, incorporating exciting new choreography while providing 

classes and optional additional performances for all levels of performers.  We cater for 

students of all ages, from beginners to advance levels, encouraging each dancer to 

achieve their potential while promoting the enjoyment of dance. 
  

Beat Babies is an introduction to dance for children aged 3-5 years old. It combines 

different styles of dance including jazz, modern, tap and ballet. Beat Babies is a struc-

tured class that provides the fundamental movements of all dance genres, develops 

gross motor skills and students creativity.  
    

Classical Ballet, studying the BBO syllabus. Students progress through the grades 

from pre-primary to Advanced 2. Students from grade 2 will have 2 lessons a week.  

National character will be introduced at this stage as part of their ballet lessons. Ex-

aminations are available at all grades. 
  

Jazz: offers the latest styles of dancing and music creating fun classes great for stu-

dentsô fitness and flexibility. Jazz is our most popular class. 
   

Tap studying the L.G.T.D.A  syllabus. Exams are offered to capable students and 

these students may need to take extra lessons leading up to the exams. 
  

Cheerleading Students learn how to stunt and tumble in ñAmerican Style Cheer lead-

ingò, as well as the more traditional techniques as ôPom Styleò during these lessons. 

Students must also do at least one jazz class or hip hop each week .  This is available 

to all students from school age.  All stunts and tumbling are executed under the guide-

lines of the AASCF.  
  

Hip Hop  students learn to the many aspects of hip hop dancing from ócrumpingô and 

ópoppingô to break dancing and other tricks. A specialized boys classes is offered to 

accommodate the different strength of both and girls. 

Hip hop is offered for students 7 years and older.  
  

Examinations are available in ballet, character and tap, which are optional for all stu-

dents. In preparation for exams, participating students will require two lessons a week. 
  

Performance Groups are offered by invitation to dancers that attend jazz and ballet, 

or tap, who would like to perform at eisteddfods, competitions and in public. 
  

Workshops & Courses Teachers regularly travel to Sydney to attend workshops and 

courses to improve the quality of teaching and also updating choreography. These are 

also offered to all students to develop their skills and understanding throughout all as-

pects of dance.
